The FDA definition of research in the IND regulations is as follows: “Clinical investigation” means any experiment in which a drug is administered or dispensed to, or used involving, one or more human subjects. For the purposes of this part, an experiment is any use of a drug except for the use of a marketed drug in the course of medical practice (21 CFR 312.3(a)). Thus, under the FDA IND regulations, it is possible for one drug given to one person to be considered research. Not all drugs used in a FDA clinical investigation require an IND.  To be exempt from the requirements of the IND regulations, all of the following conditions must apply (that includes the requirement of IRB review and informed consent):

1) Exemption 1 (21 CFR 312(b)(1):

· The drug is lawfully marketed in the United States

· The investigation is not intended to support a new indication for use nor any other significant change in the labeling for the drug

· The investigation is not intended to support a significant change in the advertising for the product

· The investigation does not involve a route of administration or dosage level or use in a patient population or other factor that significantly increases the risks (or decreases the acceptability of the risks) associated with the use of the drug product

· The investigation is conducted in compliance with the requirement for institutional review board review and informed consent, and

· The investigation is conducted in compliance with the FDA

regulations on promoting and charging for investigational drugs (21CFR 312.7).



2) Exemption 2 (21 CFR 312(2)(i):

· A clinical investigation involving one of the following three in vitro diagnostic biological products (blood grouping serum, reagent red blood cells, or anti-human globulini) is intended to be used in a diagnostic procedure that confirms the diagnosis made by another, medically established, diagnostic product or procedure, and

· It is shipped in compliance with 312.160.

3) Exemption 3 (21 CFR 312(2)(ii):

· A clinical investigation involving an in vitro diagnostic biologic product is one of the following:

· Blood grouping serum;

· Reagent red blood cells; or

· Anti-human globulin.

4) Exemption 4 (21 CFR 312(3):

· The drug is intended solely for tests in vitro or in laboratory research animals and 

· It is shipped in accordance with 312.160.

5) Exemption 5 (21 CFR 312(5) :

· The clinical investigation involves use of a placebo (if an IND is not required for any other part of the clinical investigation).
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
